•  Strictly one entry form per person, including children. If you are part of a team each person  
 must complete an entry form and add the team name.
•  Entry forms must be returned with the correct entry fee which secures your place in Pedal for  
 Paws. It is non-refundable.
• Anyone under 16 must be accompanied by an adult; 2:1 ratio.
•  If you have registered and fi nd that for any reason you are unable to take part please us know as  
 soon as possible. You can give your place to someone else but you must let us know in advance.
• Pedal for Paws is not a race and all riders must follow the Highway Code. Adults are advised to  
 wear a helmet; all children must wear a helmet.
• If you are in doubt about your health or have a medical condition that could be a�ected by  
 exercise, you should obtain a doctor’s certificate before participating in Pedal for Paws.

Pace - 29 miles
An exciting route with a few challenging hills, 
taking in the stunning South Downs National Park, 
this route heads North from Midhurst, out towards 
Petersfi eld and back via Elsted, Treyford, Didling, 
Bepton and Cocking.*  

Bound - 52 miles
The most challenging of our routes. This Bound 
cycle will take you on the same route as 
Pace but further South encompassing the Queen 
Elizabeth Country Park and Stansted Forest before 
returning via Elsted, Treyford, Didling, Bepton and 
Cocking once more.*

*Up to two children must be accompanied by at 
least one adult and cycle helmets must be worn 
by all children.

Canine Partners is delighted to be organising Pedal for Paws 2017: A sponsored bike ride in and around 
the South Downs National Park with the choice of two great routes; Pace and Bound with refreshment 
stops along the way.
